The biology, treatment and
after effects are often different for
children and adolescents.

Working with C", the Council of Pediatric Hematologists/
Oncologists, we encourage, foster and fund multi-centre
Pan-Canadian research. Much of the increase in survivor
outcomes is due to the strong collaboration that exists in
conducting clinical trials. There are currently 170 clinical
trials nation-wide. These new drug protocols show
promise in treating our children.
